The TEDACE Project (Multidisciplinary Platform of Tele-rehabilitation for brain injury) is based on the 
development of software applications for patients with acquired brain injury, based on the monitoring 
and evaluation of the therapies performed by the patients. The main objective of TEDACE is to provide 
to the medical team the requested tools to assess the results of the rehabilitation sessions and control 
the progresses achieved by the patients.
